Preparing Your Images for Competition - Naming, Sizing, and Getting the Correct Colors

Some of the things that cause problems during competition night are images that either have the wrong names, are
sized incorrectly, orhavec ol or s t hat dondét | ook good on the screen.
but they annoy the guy who has to load them onto the competition computer. Sizing problems will be fixed when noticed,
but only if the the guy loading the images onto the computer is not too annoyed by wrong file names. Getting the colors
right is something only you can do.

Giving Your Images the Correct Names

The software Mayslake uses to display images during competition has specific requirements for file names. Photography
is a creative activity, but you dondét get to be creati\
1.The first three |l etters must be 6MSLO6 followed by a h»
2. The next characters are the first four letters of your last name and your first initial, followed by the four characters in

the suffix of your phone number. For example, if your name is Bob Finkleheimer and your phone number is 555-372-
1234, then this part of the file name is finkb1234, followed by a hyphen, Common problems involve not putting all four
letters for the last name or leaving out the first initial. The telephone number should correspond to whatever you have on
file with Mayslake.

3. The next two letters should be the image class and the image number, followed by a hyphen. Except for special
circumstances, the image number should be a 616, 0626, ¢
4. The image title goes next. The title can have letters, numbers, spaced, underscores, appostrophies, and hyphens.

The allowed characters are more restricted than what normally works for Mac and Windows file names, but names with
these characters should work if the files are transfert
with pegtdd. extension wondét work. There should not be any
image titles to 32 characters.

For Bob Finkleheimer, the following image file name will work just fine: MSL-finkb1234-B2-Awesome Photo of a Frog.jpg

Sizing

Your images must be sized to no more than 1032 pixels wide and 768 pixels tall. The most common problem with sizing

occurs when people set their software to export images with the maximum dimension to be 1024 pixels. This works most
of the time, but it fails if you have cropped your image or if it was shot vertically. In these cases, the image will be too tall
and it will not be displayed correctly during competition.

Preparing Your Competition Images for Correct Color

In order for your images to do well in competition, the colors you see when you edit your images need to match the
competition projector. The Mayslake computer and projector have been calibrated so that your images are displayed
accurately, and the projection screen and typical lighting conditions were used during calibration to make the calibration
as accurate as possible. Even with a nicely calibrated projector, there are still a few things you need to do.

1. Be sure to save your images using the sRGB color profile. This is the most important thing for you to do to make your
images look right. Saving your images in Adobe RGB or ProPhoto RGB by mistake can cause your images to look
washed out when displayed on the club projector.

2. Check the saved jpegs to make sure your images still look good. If you edit your images in Adobe RGB or ProPhoto
RGB, the change in color space when you convert to SRGB can cause color shifts and occasionally over-saturated
colors. None of this should be noticeable, but it never hurts to check.

3. Use the correct gamma and white-point settings when you calibrate your monitor. Calibrate to a gamma of 2.2, which
is the recommended setting for almost all circumstances. Set the white point to 6500K or D65, whichever your
calibration software uses. D65 and 6500K are different ways of specifying the same white point temperature, so the one
you use doesnbd6t matter.

4. Take care that your monitor brightness is at a reasonable setting. Images will look too dark in competition if your
monitor is too bright during editing, and they will look too bright if your monitor is too dark.
